A students’ level of achievement in each gradable course may be impacted by the
level of attendance within the course.

Continuing Attendance
e Students are responsible for meeting the particular attendance
requirements established through the Program Curriculum Committee
(PCC) of the relevant program. Where industry or government agencies
require punctuality and attendance for regulatory, productivity, and/or safety
of others, a program may initiate an attendance policy with appropriate
consequences for not meeting requirements.
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
